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A MUSEUM INITIATIVE ~ HR 1406
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Have you been approached yet to sign one of those green-locking
voter petition forms that some of our members have been taking out
to the public recently? If not, listen closely: It's called the
California Park & Wildlife Initiative, one that begins with
registered voters signing their names and addresses to put a
proposed state law on the June 1994 ballot. If passed by a
majority of votes then, the state has allocated specific amounts of
money for preservation of specific historic sites (museums, etc.),
park lands and wildlife (zoos, etc.). These are the places that
usually have been dropped out of state budgets each year.
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The preservation of the historic Garnier Building in E1 Pueblo,
home to many early Chinese, has been included. If passed, the
Friends of the Museum of Chinese American History stand to receive
$500,000 to restore the precious site.

But the Friends need not only vour signature. Volunteers are still
needed to go out and ask the public to sign. No sales talk or
special persuasion is necessary. The cause is great and appealing
enough that people have been signing. It's just that many
signatures are needed to get the initiative on the ballot, and the
more volunteers, the more signatures, and the sooner the required
names can be obtained before a September deadline.
