His lOOth Birthday 
Renowned artist and long lime society member celebrated 
his lOO!h birthday by flying bis custom designed kites 
by tbe Santa Monica pier. 

Tyros Wong ( ••• born October 25, 1910) is a painter, muralist, 
Cffamicist, lithographer. designer and kite maker. As a film production 
illustrator in the film industry. Wong bas worked for Disney and 
Warner Brothers. Wong's most ramous work was for the Disney 
animated dassic. Bambi. 
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W ong was born in Taishan. Guang­
dong. China. When he was 9 ~an old. 
he and his f.ther emigrated to the 
United States. and never again came 
into contact with Wong's mother and 
sister. While .\l .... ding B .... jamin 
Franklin Junior Higll in Pasadena. his 
teacbers IIOIked Wong's anistic ability 
and he received a summer scholanhip 
at the Otis Art tnstitute. He was hooked 
and decided to attend Otis fuji time 
whm: he gnduated in 1930. 

He has done everything from WOIking as a greeling card designer to Womer 
Bros. film production iliustnotor. from drawing set designs and storyboards 
for several movies to being a Di$Jley inspirational sketch anist . It W3$ his 
lush pastels that served as inspiration for Bambi where he was Ibe lead anist 
of the project Later. be designed Christmas eards. where some have sold 
over I million copies. 

Some of his well known paintings inelude Self l'ortnIit (tate 19205). fire 
(1939), Reclining Nude (1940$). Ea$t (1984) and West (1984). He once told 
an interviewer Ibat he .. a "lucky artist." 

"Tyrus Wong: A Retrospective" WI$ an exbibit at the Chinese American 
Museum (December - Ociober 20(4) in Los Angeles showcl$ing his wort.. 
According to Ibe museum. "This exhibit &Itowcased the worb ofTyrus 
Wong ... i. one of the earliest and most innuential Chinese Ameriean artists. 
In hi. long. pioneering career 1$ a local anist. Wong i. a seasoned painter. 
muralist. ceramicist. lithographer. designer. and kite maker. The v.hibit 
al$o featured Wong's imaginative kites. whicb he has been building and 
Hying for the past 30 years. Drawn from public and private collections, 
several of the pieces ehosen for this e~hibition have oot been shown 
publicly since the 1930s.· 

In 2001. Wong was given a Historyn'lakers Award by the Chinese American 
Muse"'" and was inducted in the Disney ugends.

O n Wednesday. Oclober 6, 2010. Susie Ling, CHSSC 
lifctime member and Associate Professor of Hislry al 
Pasadena Cily Collage. caplivaled the audience Wilh her 
hislorical presemation of "The SlOry ofTs ioo)'S: Chinese 
in lhe Philippines." Co-sponsored by !he Filipino 
American Nalional Hislorical Society (FANHS) - Los 
Angeles Chapler, Professor Ling's Ialk also showcased a 
collabonllion of the IWO historical socicties in kicking off 
Filipino American Hislory Monlh. 

"Tsinoys." defined by Professor Ling as ''Chinese Filipi­
nos" living in 1hc Philippines dales back even before lhe 
"pre- I 521" Spanish colonial period. Wilh her stunning 
pholographs and researeh of Ihese "Ts ioo)'S," Professor 
Ling reveals more lhan 400 years of Chinese influence 
imermixed Wilh Filipino food. language, place/space, 
names, and religion, as well as hisloric accoums of early 
immigralion and imermarriage. lmereslingly, the firsl 
Spanish-eslablished ChinalOwn in the Philippines was 
located in Parian, now known presem day as Binondo. a 
dimici in Manila. 

Professor Ling was born in Taiwan and also raised in 
Los Banos in lhe province of Laguna in lhe Philippines. 
Her compelling research nol only reflects a passion 
for her own cuhural herilage and love of history. bY! 
uncovers a rich mixture of IWO worlds· delicious 
and emicing as ealing pancil (noodle dish) and 
lumpia (egg roll).
