For two weeks, Chef Sing cooked 

extraordinary meals for the party as they explored the Sierra 

Nevada mountain range. By all accounts of the trip, Sing's meals 

were one of the best parts of the experience which gave birth to 

what many have said was the best idea America ever had­

establishing the National Park Service.
